Whether you're publishing your first children’s book, devotional, journal,
or personal story, this guide will help you understand the basic steps.

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BEFORE YOU START

Make sure you have these ready:

(1. Final manuscript>

Your text should be fully edited and
proofread.

(2. Book size (trim size))

<4. Interior formatting>

Margins, page numbers, fonts, and
spacing should be formatted for print.

< 5. Author information >

Choose the final size of your book. Prepare:
- book title
Common sizes: - subtitle
- 8 x 8 (great for children’s books) - description
- 6 x 9 (great for devotionals and books) - author name
- 8.5 x 11 (great for workbooks) - keywords
- categories
< 3. Cover design >
You'll need a front cover or full
wrap cover depending on your
format.
Make sure the design is:
- high resolution (300 DPI)
- correct dimensions
- includes spine if needed

Enter your book details.
Step 4 Make sure to Include:
Upload your manuscript - title
Usually as: - subtitle
- PDF for print - description
- EPUB for eBook - keywords
- categories

- age range (for children’s books)

Preview your book
Step 5 Use the previeV\{er to check:
Upload your cover - margins
- cut-off text
- image placement

- spine alignment

Step 7
Set your price and publish!
Choose your price and Amazon
marketplaces.
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COMMON FIRST-TIM.
PUBLISHING MISTAKES

Avold these common issues:

- wrong trim size

- low-resolution images

- incorrect spine width

- missing bleed margins

- text too close to the edge

- inconsistent page numbering
- font licensing issues

- cover dimensions mismatch

These small mistakes can delay approval or lead to poor print quality.

A clean, professionally formatted book creates a much stronger first
impression.
